



































' Federal Sanctions

Federal Penalties and Sanctions for lllegal Possession of a Controlled Substance

» 1% Conviction: Up to 1 year imprisonment and fined at least $1,000 but not more than $100,000 or both

» After 1 prior drug conviction: At least 15 days in prison, not to exceed 2 years, and fined at least $2,500 but not more
than $250,000, or both

» After 2 or more drug convictions: At least 90 days in prison, not to exceed 3 years, and fined at least $5,000 but not
more than $250,000 or both

+ Special sentencing provisions for possession of crack cocaine: Mandatory at least 5 years in prison, not to exceed 20
years and fined up to $250,000, or both if:
o 1% convictions and amount of crack possessed exceeds5 grams.
o 2nd crack conviction and the amount of crack possessed exceed 3 grams.
o 3%or subsequent crack conviction and the amount of crack possessed exceeds 1 gram.

e Forfeiture of personal and real property used to possess or to facilitate possession of a controlled substance if that
offense is punishable by more than 1 year of imprisonment. (See special sentencing provisions re: crack.)

» Forfeiture of vehicles, boats, aircraft, or any other conveyance used to transport or conceal a controlled substance.

» Civil fine of up to $10,000 (pending adoption of final regulations)

» Denial of federal benefits such as student loans, grants, contracts, and professional and commercial licenses, up to 1
year for first offense and up to 5 years for second and subsequent offenses.

» [neligible to receive or purchase a firearm.

» Revocation of certain federal licenses and benefits (e.g. pilot licenses, public housing tenancy, etc.) are vested within
the authorities of individual federal agencies.

Federal Trafficking Penalties for lllegal Distribution of a Controlled Substance

s Methamphetamine (10-99 gm, or 100-199 gm mixture)
¢ - Heroin (100-999 gm mixture)
* Cocaine/Cocaine Base (500-4,999 gm mixture (Cocalne)15-49 gm mixture (Cocaine Base))
¢ Phencyclidine (PCP) {(10-99 gm or 100-999 gm mixture)
e LSD (1-10 gm mixture)
¢ Fentanyl/Fentanyl Analogue (40-399 gm mixture (Fentanyl)/10-99 gm mixture (Fentanyl Analogue))
s Marijuana (Mixture containing detectable quantity)(100-1,000 kg; or 100-999 plants)
1. First Offense: Not less than 5 years; not more than 40 years. If death or serious injury, not less than 20 years;
not more than life. Fine of not more than $2 million individual, $5 million other than individual.
2. Second Offense: Not less than 10 years; not more than life. If death or serious injury, not less than life. Fine of
not more than $4 million individual, $10 million other than individual.
» Methamphetamine (100 gm or more, or 1 kg or more mixture)
» Heroin (1 kg or more mixture)
s Cocaine/Cocaine Base (5 kg or more mixture (Cocaine)/50 gm or more mixture (Cocaine Base))
¢ Phencyclidine (PCP) (100 gm or more, or 1 kg or more mixture)
o LSD (10 gm or more mixture)
o Fentanyl/Fentanyl Analogue (400 gm or more mixture (Fentanyl)/100 gm or more mixture (Fentanyl Analogue))
e Marijuana (Mixture containing detectable quantity) (1,000 kg or more; or 1,000 or more plants)

1. First Offense: Not less than 10 years; not more than life. If death or serious m]ury, not less than 20 years; not
more than life. Fine of not more than $4 million individual, $10 million other than individual

2. Second Offense: Not less than 20 years; not more than life. If death or serious injury, not less: than life. Fine of

not more than $8 million individual, $20 million other than individual.

Marijuana (Less than 50 kg) ,
Hashish/Hashish Oil (Less than 10 kg (Hashish)/less than 1kg (Hashish Qil))

1. First Offense: Not more than 5 years. Fine of not more than $250,000 individual, $1 million other than individual.



2. Second Offense: Not more than 10 years. Fine of not more than $500,000 individual, $2 million other than
individual.

s Marijuana (50-100 kg; or 50-99 plants)
s Hashish/Hashish Oil (10-100 kg {Hashish)/1-100 kg (Hashish Oil))

1. First Offense; Not more than 20 years. If death or serious injury, not less than 20 years; not more than life. Fine
of no more than $1 million individual, $5 million other than individual.

2. Second Offense: Not more than 30 years. If death or serious injury, not less than life. Fine of no more than $2
million individual, $10 million other than individual.



State Legal Sanctions

MARYLAND

In addition to Federal laws, the State of Maryland has its own laws dealing with controlled
substances. The Maryland Controlled Dangerous Substances Act is codified in Title 5 of the Criminal
Law Avrticle of the Maryland Code.

Drug Offenses: Possessing or administering a controlled dangerous substance, unless obtained by
prescription, is a misdemeanor, subject to imprisonment not exceeding 4 years or a fine not
exceeding $25,000 or both, or if the crime involves maluuana imprisonment not exceeding 1 year or
a fine not exceeding $10,000 or both.

Distribution: A maximum of five years imprisonment or a fine not exceeding $15,000 or both is the
penalty for a first offense of manufacture, distribution, dispensing or possession with intent to
distribute. With respect to a Schedule | or Il narcotic drug, the penalty is up to 20 years or a fine up to
$25,000. For subsequent offenses, the penalties are substantially increased. If the offender is
convicted as a “drug kingpin,” even the first offense can carry a fine of up to $1,000,000 and 20-40
years imprisonment without parole.
